Definitions Of Entries
Professional:

Any person who teaches dolls or related ceramic crafts, or sells dolls as a business.
Open (Non-Professional):

Any person doing dolls as a hobby only and has never been involved in dolls as a business or employment (Also known as Non-Professional).
Novice:

Any person doing dolls for nine months or less and has never won a Blue Ribbon or equivalent in any previous Doll Show.      * Novice- sections 15(a) and (b) only.
Senior:

Any person 60 years or over who does not teach or sell dolls as a business.  *Seniors sections 16(a) and 16(b) only.

Junior:

Anyone under the age of 17 years on September 17th, 2011, and who cannot be considered as a professional.*

*Small Trophy awarded to best entry in section. Sections 17(a) and 17(b) only.
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Categories

Reproductions Of Antique Dolls Made Before 1930:

*1) Baby and Toddler Dolls

*2) German Children: Painted eyes
*3) German Children:Glass eyes

*4) French Children: Glass eyes

*5) Lady & Adult Dolls: Fashion, China, Parian, etc...

*6) Mechanical Dolls

*7) All Bisq & Doll House Dolls: 25cm or under. Painted and Glass Eyes

*8) Small Dolls: Max. body size 20 cm. Body can be composition, cloth or leather.
Modern Artist Dolls Reproductions Of Dolls Made After 1930:

May be entered on porcelain bodies if applicable. Include a photo of the doll if you wish it to be judged on authenticity.

   9) Babies & Toddlers: Glass or painted eyes

 10) Children: Glass or painted eyes

 11) Adults & Teens: Glass or painted eyes

*12) Dimensional Doll Painting with painted eyes All types of modern dolls.
 13) Small Modern Dolls: All types max. body 20cm

Sections 1- 8 & Section 12, Professional & Open, are the only sections eligible for the ribbon requirement for D.A.G.S.D titles. You must have enrolled in *the DAG School of Dollmaking and paid the appropriate fee for each title & submit an Affidavit BEFORE judging, for the ribbon to be valid for your title. Special Judging for GMDM, DDM  TCDM and D.A.G Award of Excellence  is available this year. Judging fee for these titles is $20 per doll. 
Mail Entries $30. Please enquire for those sections eligible for GMDM, DDM, TCDM & Award of Excellence for special judging. Forms available from Dolls Den. Please note that dolls under 10” (25cm) are not eligible to
submit for higher titles such as G.M, D.D.M, T.C.D.M. or Award of Excellence.
14) Original Doll: Head to be sculpted by entrant ONLY.

15) Novice: (a) Free Choice- Antique Doll      (b) Free Choice- Modern Doll

16) Seniors: (a) Free Choice- Antique Doll     (b) Free Choice- Modern Doll

17) Junior: Free Choice- Antique or modern

18) Imagination  Create a doll or scene to celebrate our theme “Hollywood"
     Can be more than one doll. Entrant must have made dolls and clothing.
19) Porcelain: Figurine/ Bust/ Vase etc...      (a) Lace draping     (b)Half doll      (c) Any figurine
20) Doll - Any other Medium    Doll & clothing made solely by entrant.
(a) Polymer or other clay        (b) Cloth or other medium.    (c) Reborn 
21) Small Doll in a Box (Antique or modern repro.)

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VICTORIAN DOLL SHOW AND DOLL ARTISAN GUILD QUALIFIED COMPETITION

Conditions of entry 

· 
All heads, Sections 1- 18, must be made of porcelain and fired.


 You must clearly incise (carve in greenware ) the doll head with your name or initials and year (4 digits).

· 
All work, including dressing MUST be the work of the entrant ONLY, with the exception of the hat, shoes and 
socks. Only the firing and pouring may be done by others.

· 
Dolls made in seminars or under the instruction of a teacher or instructor are not accepted in competition.

· 
Use no props larger than the doll and no loose props. Dolls are to be on a stand (stand’s base to be no bigger than 10”W 
x 12”L x 1”H ..25.5cmW x 30.5cmL x 2.5cmH).

· 
Babies may be on a pillow, which should be attached to doll, not loose.

· 
All care will be taken with each doll, but the responsibility for insurance rests with each entrant.

· 
Dolls will be judged:





Blue Ribbon: 90- 100





Red Ribbon: 76- 89





White Ribbon: 60- 75


Best in Class Rosettes are given to the Blue Ribbon Doll with the highest points in each section.

· 
Dolls are judged on their authenticity. Entrants must state the mould used, their main source of reference, a coloured

               Picture of  the worksheet you used to paint your doll (please only send copies these will not be returned).

· 
Cloth, leather, composition bodies are acceptable as long as the body is authentic to the doll. Porcelain bodies are 
acceptable for Sections 7- 14 if authentic.

· 
Entries exhibited in previous Shows and have won a Blue Ribbon or its equivalent, are not eligible for entry.


Final category decisions MUST BE SPECIFIED BY THE ENTRANT at the time of entry and will not be changed.

The judges’ decisions are final and must be accepted as such, by all concerned.

· 
All entries are to stay on exhibition until Sunday September 18th, 2011, 3.30 p.m.
SPECIAL JUDGING OF DOLLS WITH AFFIDAVIT
Doll Artisan Guild School of Dollmaking (DAGSD) titles

AFFIDAVITS MUST BE PRE-REGISTERED

· 
Affidavit(s) will only be accepted with doll if you have completed the DAGSD part on the registration form.  
(You may change your mind and enter without affidavit if you wish.) 

· 
Only people who have pre-registered their affidavit(s) may graduate at this event.  

· 
Affidavit forms will be sent to you (see registration form).  

· 
Signed affidavit must accompany your doll(s).  

· 
You may enter more than one doll with affidavit in a competition.  (Junior and Senior categories are not eligible.)

· 
Any ribbon must be less than two years old at the time of competition of requirements for title, except Triple 
Crown Title that allows for four years.

· 
You must be a member of D.A.G to enter a doll with affidavit.

· 
To receive your title, you must have enrolled in DAGSD and have paid the fee (one fee for each title).
· 
Payment must have been received at least (4)months before planned graduation date.

· 
All seminar points must be completed at least two (2) months prior to graduation.
· 
If you expect to graduate at this even, check the list posted by doll check-in, and the 
final list posted-
after 
judging is completed. (Triple Crown titles will be bestowed at D.A.G Events.)

· 
Note: You may only receive one title per event, unless you have already completed all requirements for at least one title 
including the ribbon.

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DAG Master of Dollmaking titles.

· 
Classic: This title requires that you win at least a red ribbon in a qualified authentic reproduction category and 
created as such. (half-dolls, candy-containers, surprise and fortune-teller dolls are not allowed with affidavit.)

Enter doll in All Repro. Categories *

· 
Modern: This title requires that you win at least a red ribbon in category for Modern Dolls in Dimensional 
Doll 
Painting (DDP) with Painted Eyes.  (DDP dolls must have painted upper and lower lashes.  Glue-on lashes are not 
allowed.) Enter doll in DDP Category *
· 
General: If you win a blue ribbon your Master’s certificate will be marked “with honours”.  You must make the 
dress and underwear for the doll yourself and sign a special affidavit to this effect.
· 
All the Victorian Doll Show conditions also apply
DAG Grand Master of Dollmaking title.
· This title requires blue ribbon EITHER in a category for authentic reproduction and created as such, OR in 
category for 
Modern Dolls in Dimensional Doll Painting (DDP) with Painted Eyes.  (DDP dolls must have painted upper and 
lower lashes. Glue-on lashes are not allowed.) 
· 
The following dolls are excluded: All-Bisque. Doll House, Baby, Toddler, Googly-eyed, 
and Painted-eye dolls except 
DDP, as well as half-dolls, candy-container and fortune-teller dolls and any doll under 10”(25cm), No Petites.  
Mechanical doll has to be authentic repro of antique.
· 
Doll must be fully dressed with complete, conventional doll costume, complete underwear, stockings, shoes, wig, and 
appropriate hat or headdress all made by the contestant.  Hat or headdress, must be constructed from scratch.  Straw hats 
or parts for hats made of straw, need to be constructed from straw-by-the-yard.  Headdress includes, but is not limited to, 
arrangement of bows, ribbon, feathers, and flowers.  Bow in hair is not sufficient as headdress.  Hat or headdress to be 
created in harmony with the rest of the costume. Wig must be constructed from wefted mohair or human hair.  Skin wig 
is not acceptable.
· 
Accessories if any, must also be made by contestant.
· 
If the requirements above are not met, 11 points will be deducted from score.

· 
The ribbon requirements for the GM title might be waived for dollmakers age 70 and up.

DAG Triple Crown of Dollmaking title

· 
This title requires a high blue ribbon (min. 95 points) EITHER in a category for authentic reproduction and 
created as 
such, Or in category for Modern Dolls in Dimensional Doll Painting (DDP) with Painted Eyes.  (DDP dolls must 
have painted upper and lower lashes.  Glue on lashes are not allowed.) Classic dolls must have feathered eyebrows upper 
and lower lashes.
· 
The following dolls are excluded: All-Bisque. Doll House, Baby, Toddler, Googly-eyed, and Painted-eye dolls except 
DDP, as well as half-dolls, candy-container and fortune-teller dolls and any doll under 10”(25cm), No Petites.

Mechanical doll has to be authentic repro. of antique. No dolls costumed as boys or men (effective 1/2007)
· 
Doll must be fully dressed with complete, conventional doll costume, complete underwear, stockings, shoes, wig, and 
hat all made by the contestant. Hat Must be constructed from scratch.  You may use straw, but it has to be sewn into a hat 
from straw-by-the-yard.  Excluded are knitted/crocheted hat/cap and one piece felt hat. Hat to be created in harmony 
with the rest of the costume. Wig must be constructed from wefted mohair or human hair.  Skin wig is not acceptable. 
· 
Accessories if any, must also be made by contestant.
· 
If the requirements above are not met, 11 points will be deducted from score.

· 
All the Victorian Doll Show conditions also apply
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If you are mailing in your entry, you are limited to ONE entry. Mail entries are limited to a 18” (45cm) doll overall.
